Kathie LeeðChanged Forever!     

 When Kathie Lee Gifford was 12 years old, her life changed 
forever. ñI came home to see my mother and sister in our living 
room, sobbing in front of the television.ò They had been watching a Billy Graham crusade and both had come 
to Christ. 
 In her March 2016 interview with Christianity Today (CT), Kathie shared how, a few months later, she 
went to see the Billy Graham movie The Restless Ones. ñAs I watched . . . I sensed God saying deep in my 
spirit, óKathie, I love you. If youôll trust me, Iôll make something beautiful out of your life.ôò That day, in a movie 
theater, Kathie Lee gave her life to Christ. 
 Kathieôs journey as a believer in entertainment has not been without adversity. In the CT interview 
she shared that when vicious attacks and false accusations were hurled at her in the tabloids, ñFrank and I 
both stopped watching TV and reading the papers. We focused on the Word of God. I chose to read what 
God said about us, not what the world said.ò 
 And when Christians asked, ñHow can you say youôre a Christian and be in Hollywood?ò she responded 
with, ñHow could I be in Hollywood and not be a Christian? How could I put up with the work and rejection 
without the security of Godôs faithfulness?ò 
 But Kathie Lee never felt pressured to downplay or hide her faith, even in the entertainment industry. 
ñThat doesnôt mean I didnôt struggle, make mistakes, or break Godôs heart on occasion,ò she says. ñBut the 
story of my lifeðand I dare say any Christianôs lifeðis not the story of my faithfulness to God but of his 
faithfulness to me.ò 
 Having lost her father, her husband, and many others, Kathie is sometimes tempted to lose heart. She 
says, ñItôs overwhelming at times, since the world is so dark and so void of Godôs Spirit.ò But when she reads 
in Scripture, ñLet us not be weary in well doingò (Gal. 6:9, KJV) she prays, ñOkay, Lord, youôre going to have 
to help me be strong. Youôre going to have to help me with inspiration. Youôre going to have to help me keep 
going.ò 
 Kathie Leeôs heartfelt, inspiring challenge . . . 
 ñThe Devil would have us give up. The Devil would have us stop sharing the Word. He would have us 
stop giving hope to the hopeless. And we canôt fall for that. As much as we long for a different world, we have 
to stay in this one for now. Itôs up to us to make an impact for Christ until he comes or until he takes us. 
 ñThe words God spoke to me 50 years ago are just as true today, and for every moment I have left, I will 
trust him to work his beautiful plan for me.ò

 Excerpts from The Saints & the Poets by Shun Lee Fong, writer, actor, filmmaker, and speaker. 

 For the redeemed, to be creative is at once to worship our Creator and to do that for which we were 
created. 

 My grandfather, when he was a boy, was told by one of his school teachers that he shouldnôt sing 
because he didnôt have the voice for it, and so he never sang againðuntil just after my youngest sister was 
born, at which time he sang a lullaby to her . . . with a voice as beautiful as an angelôs. It only took one 
careless comment, and all that beauty and music inside him was stilled for most of his life. 

 Or maybe some of us do it to ourselves. 

 Conversely, the awakening of, the enabling and support of that creativity in a personðwhether it is in 
yourself or someone elseðis an integral part of actively building up a whole person.
